*The red light will continue to blink, but a yellow indicator light
will be illuminated during this operation. Once the battery pack
has reached an appropriate temperature, the yellow light will
turn off and the charger will resume the charging procedure.

The compatible charger(s) will not charge a faulty battery pack.

The charger will indicate faulty battery by refusing to light or by

displaying problem pack or charger blink pattern.

NOTE: This could also mean a problem with a charger.

If the charger indicates a problem, take the charger and battery

pack to be tested at an authorised service centre.

Hot/Cold Pack Delay

When the charger detects a battery pack that is too hot or too
cold, it automatically starts a Hot/Cold Pack Delay, suspending
charging until the battery pack has reached an appropriate
temperature. The charger then automatically switches to the
pack charging mode. This feature ensures maximum battery
pack life.

Jmm  Hot/Cold Pack Delay*

A cold battery pack will charge at a slower rate than a warm
battery pack. The battery pack will charge at that slower rate
throughout the entire charging cycle and will not return to
maximum charge rate even if the battery pack warms.

The DCB118 charger is equipped with an internal fan designed
to cool the battery pack. The fan will turn on automatically
when the battery pack needs to be cooled. Never operate the
charger if the fan does not operate properly or if ventilation slots
are blocked. Do not permit foreign objects to enter the interior
of the charger.

Electronic Protection System

XR Li-lon tools are designed with an Electronic Protection
System that will protect the battery pack against overloading,
overheating or deep discharge.

The tool will automatically turn off if the Electronic Protection
System engages. If this occurs, place the lithium-ion battery
pack on the charger until it is fully charged.

Wall Mounting

These chargers are designed to be wall mountable or to sit
upright on a table or work surface. If wall mounting, locate
the charger within reach of an electrical outlet, and away from
a corner or other obstructions which may impede air flow. Use
the back of the charger as a template for the location of the
mounting screws on the wall. Mount the charger securely using
drywall screws (purchased separately) at least 25.4 mm long
with a screw head diameter of 7-9 mm, screwed into wood to
an optimal depth leaving approximately 5.5 mm of the screw
exposed. Align the slots on the back of the charger with the
exposed screws and fully engage them in the slots.

Do not charge or use battery in explosive atmospheres,
such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or
dust. Inserting or removing the battery from the charger may
ignite the dust or fumes.
Never force battery pack into charger. Do not modify
battery pack in any way to fit into a non-compatible
charger as battery pack may rupture causing serious
personal injury.
Charge the battery packs only in DEWALT chargers.
DO NOT splash or immerse in water or other liquids.
Do not store or use the tool and battery pack in locations
where the temperature may reach or exceed 40 °C (104
°F) (such as outside sheds or metal buildings in summer).

When
the FLEXVOLT™ battery is in a 54V or a 108V (two 54V batteries)
product, it will operate as a 54V battery.

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ASSEMBLY AND ADJUSTMENTS

WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, turn tool off and disconnect battery pack
before making any adjustments or removing/
installing attachments or accessories. An accidental
start-up can cause injury.

A WARNING: Use only DEWALT battery packs and chargers.

Inserting and Removing the Battery Pack
from the Tool (Fig. B)

NOTE: Make sure your battery pack 10 is fully charged.

To Install the Battery Pack into the Tool
Handle
1. Align the battery pack 10 with the rails inside the
tool's handle (Fig. B).
2. Slide it into the handle until the battery pack is firmly seated
in the tool and ensure that you hear the lock snap into place.

To Remove the Battery Pack from the Tool
1. Press the release button 1 and firmly pull the battery pack
out of the tool handle.
2. Insert battery pack into the charger as described in the
charger section of this manual.

Fuel Gauge Battery Packs (Fig. B)

Some DEWALT battery packs include a fuel gauge which
consists of three green LED lights that indicate the level of
charge remaining in the battery pack.

To actuate the fuel gauge, press and hold the fuel gauge button.
A combination of the three green LED lights will illuminate
designating the level of charge left. When the level of charge

in the battery is below the usable limit, the fuel gauge will not
illuminate and the battery will need to be recharged.

NOTE: The fuel gauge is only an indication of the charge left on
the battery pack. It does not indicate tool functionality and is
subject to variation based on product components, temperature
and end-user application.

Variable Speed Trigger Switch (Fig. A)

To turn the tool on, squeeze the trigger switch . To turn the
tool off, release the trigger switch. Your tool is equipped with
a brake. The chuck will stop as soon as the trigger switch is
fully released.

NOTE: Continuous use in variable speed range is not
recommended. It may damage the switch and should

be avoided.

Forward/Reverse Control Button (Fig. A)
A forward/reverse control button 2 determines the direction of
the tool and also serves as a lock-off button.

To select forward rotation, release the trigger switch and press
the forward/reverse control button on the right side of the tool.
To select reverse, press the forward/reverse control button on
the left side of the tool.

The centre position of the control button locks the tool in the off
position. When changing the position of the control button, be
sure the trigger is released.

NOTE: The first time the tool is run after changing the direction
of rotation, you may hear a click on start up. This is normal and
does not indicate a problem.

Torque Adjustment Collar (Fig. A)

Your tool has an adjustable torque screwdriver mechanism for
driving and removing a wide array of fastener shapes and sizes
and in some models, a hammer mechanism for drilling into
masonry. Circling the collar 3 are numbers, a drill bit symbol,
and in some models, a hammer symbol. These numbers are
used to set the clutch to deliver a torque range. The higher the
number on the collar, the higher the torque and the larger the
fastener which can be driven. To select any of the numbers,
rotate until the desired number aligns with the arrow.

NOTE: The torque adjustment collar is only engaged during
screwdriving mode and not in drill and hammerdrill modes.

Dual Range Gearing (Fig. A)
The dual range feature of your drill/driver allows you to shift
gears for greater versatility.

1. To select speed 1 (high torque setting), turn the tool off and
permit it to stop. Slide the gear shifter 4 forward (towards
the chuck).

2. To select speed 2 (low torque setting), turn the tool off and
permit it to stop. Slide the gear shifter back (away from
the chuck).

NOTE: Do not change gears when the tool is running. Always
allow the drill to come to a complete stop before changing
gears. If you are having trouble changing gears, make sure that
the dual range gear shifter is either completely pushed forward
or completely pushed back.

LED Worklight (Fig. A)

The LED worklight 5 and its worklight switch 12 are located on
the foot of the tool. The worklight is activated when the trigger
switch is depressed. The low 13/, medium 14 and spotlight 15
modes can be changed by moving the switch on the foot of the
tool. If the trigger switch remains depressed, the worklight will
remain on in all modes.

When on low 13 and medium 14 settings, the beam will
automatically turn off 20 seconds after the trigger switch

is released.

Spotlight Mode
The high setting 115 is the spotlight mode. The spotlight will
run for 20 minutes after the trigger switch is released. Two
minutes before the spotlight will shut off, it will flash twice and
then dim. To avoid the spotlight shutting off, lightly tap the
trigger switch.
WARNING: While using the worklight in medium or
spotlight mode, do not stare at the light or place the drill in
a position which may cause anyone to stare into the light.
Serious eye injury could result.

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A CAUTION: When using the tool as a spotlight, be sure
itis secured on a stable surface where it will not cause
atripping or falling hazard.

A CAUTION: Remove all accessories from the chuck before
using the drill as a spotlight. Personal injury or property
damage could result.

Low Battery Warning

When in spotlight mode and the battery is nearing complete

discharge, the spotlight will flash twice and then dim. After

two minutes, the battery will be completely discharged and
the drill will immediately shut down. At this point, replace with

a charged battery.

WARNING: To reduce the risk of injury, always have

a back-up battery or secondary lighting available if the
situation warrants it.

Keyless Single Sleeve Chuck (Fig. G-I)
WARNING: Do not attempt to tighten drill bits (or any
other accessory) by gripping the front part of the chuck and
turning the tool on. Damage to the chuck and personal
injury may result. Always lock off trigger switch and
disconnect tool from power source when changing acces-
sories.

A WARNING: Always ensure the bit is secure before starting
the tool. A loose bit may eject from tool causing possible
personal injury.

Your tool features a keyless chuck 6 with one rotating sleeve for

one-handed operation of the chuck. To insert a drill bit or other

accessory, follow these steps.
1. Turn tool off and disconnect tool from power source.
2. Grasp the black sleeve of the chuck with one hand
and use the other hand to secure the tool. Rotate the
sleeve counterclockwise far enough to accept the
desired accessory.

. Insert the accessory about 19 mm (3/4") into the chuck and
tighten securely by rotating the chuck sleeve clockwise with
one hand while holding the tool with the other. Your tool is
equipped with an automatic spindle lock mechanism. This
allows you to open and close the chuck with one hand.
NOTE: Be sure to tighten chuck with one hand on
the chuck sleeve and one hand holding the tool for
maximum tightness.

To release the accessory, repeat steps 1 and 2 above.

Belt Hook and Bit Clip (Fig. A)

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, turn tool off and disconnect battery pack
before making any adjustments or removing/
installing attachments or accessories.

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, DO NOT suspend tool overhead or suspend objects
from the belt hook. ONLY hang tool’s belt hook from
awork belt.

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal

injury, ensure the screw holding the belt hook is secure.

IMPORTANT: When attaching or replacing the belt hook or bit
clip, use only the screw 8 that is provided. Be sure to securely
tighten the screw.

The belt hook 7 and bit clip @ can be be attached to

either side of the tool using only the screw 8 provided, to
accommodate left- or right- handed users. If the hook or bit clip
is not desired at all, it can be removed from the tool.

To move belt hook or bit clip, remove the screw 8 that holds

it in place then reassemble on the opposite side. Be sure to
securely tighten the screw.

Proper Hand Position (Fig. C)
WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal injury,
ALWAYS use proper hand position as shown.
WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, ALWAYS hold securely in anticipation of
asudden reaction.
Proper hand position requires one hand on the top of the
drill 17 as shown, with the other hand on the main handle 18.

Drill Operation (Fig. A, D)

WARNING: TO REDUCE THE RISK OF PERSONAL
INJURY, ALWAYS ensure workpiece is anchored or
clamped firmly. If drilling thin material, use a wood “back-
up” block to prevent damage to the material.

. Turn the collar 3 to the drill symbol.

2. Select the desired speed/torque range using the gear shifter
4 to match the speed and torque to the planned operation.

3. For Wood, use twist bits, spade bits, power auger bits or
hole saws. For Metal, use high-speed steel twist dfrill bits
or hole saws. Use a cutting lubricant when drilling metals.
The exceptions are cast iron and brass which should be
drilled dry.

4. Always apply pressure in a straight line with the bit. Use
enough pressure to keep drill biting, but do not push hard
enough to stall the motor or deflect the bit.

5. Hold tool firmly with both hands to control the twisting
action of the drill. If model is not equipped with side handle,
grip drill with one hand on the handle and one hand on the
battery pack.

CAUTION: Drill may stall if overloaded causing a sudden
twist. Always expect the stall. Grip the drill firmly to control
the twisting action and avoid injury.

6. IF DRILL STALLS, it is usually because it is being overloaded
or improperly used. RELEASE TRIGGER IMMEDIATELY,

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remove drill bit from work, and determine cause of stalling.
DO NOT CLICK TRIGGER ON AND OFF IN AN ATTEMPT
TO START A STALLED DRILL — THIS CAN DAMAGE
THE DRILL.

. To minimise stalling or breaking through the material,
reduce pressure on drill and ease the bit through the last
fractional part of the hole.

. Keep the motor running when pulling the bit back out of
a drilled hole. This will help prevent jamming.

. With variable speed drills there is no need to centre punch
the point to be drilled. Use a slow speed to start the hole
and accelerate by squeezing the trigger harder when the
hole is deep enough to drill without the bit skipping out.

Hammerdrill Operation (DCD796 only)
(Fig. A, E)

1. Turn the collar 3 to the hammerdrill symbol.

2. Select the high speed 2 setting by sliding the gear
shifter 4 back (away from the chuck).

IMPORTANT: Use carbide-tipped or masonry bits only.

. Drill with just enough force on the hammer to keep it from
bouncing excessively or “rising” off the bit. Too much force
will cause slower drilling speeds, overheating and lower
drilling rate.

4. Drill straight, keeping the bit at a right angle to the work. Do
not exert side pressure on the bit when drillling as this will
cause clogging of the bit flutes and a slower drilling speed.

. When drilling deep holes, if the hammer speed starts to
drop off, pull the bit partially out of the hole with tool stil
running to help clear debris from the hole.

NOTE: A smooth, even flow of dust from the hole indicates

proper drilling rate.

Screwdriver Operation (Fig. A, F)
1. Turn the torque adjustment collar 3 to the desired position.
2. Select the desired speed/torque range using the
gear shifter 4 to match the speed and torque of the
planned operation.
NOTE: Use the lowest torque setting required to seat the
fastener at the desired depth. The lower the number, the
lower the torque output.

. Insert the desired fastener accessory into the chuck as you
would any drill bit.

4. Make some practice runs in scrap or on unseen areas to
determine the proper position of the clutch collar.

. Always start with lower torque settings, then advance to
higher torque settings to avoid damage to the workpiece
or fastener.

Your DEWALT power tool has been designed to operate
over a long period of time with a minimum of maintenance.
